Middle East: Belly Dance – Almaaza & Amany 

Belly dancing is a very popular form of art/sport in the Middle East and other parts of the world. It helps cultivate physical fitness, inner self expression, grace and poise through rhythmic motion. It is said to bring a woman "shringar" - beauty of creativity in a woman. Almaaza is a teacher, performer, choreographer and movement therapist. She is a native of Montreal, Canada and specializes in and teaches Egyptian, Lebanese and folkloric styles of dance. Almaaza will share the stage with Amany who is a Delawarean oriental dance artist/teacher. Amany loves ethnic forms of Middle Eastern dance which depict the culture of the region. She performs frequently throughout our region.
Japan: Flower Arrangement Arts - Magdalena Tamura-Reid Ikebana International
This worldwide organization was founded in Tokyo in 1956 to promote mutual understanding and friendship between Japan and other countries through the Art of Flower Arranging. It has some 10,000 members in more than 50 countries. The Philadelphia Chapter was founded in 1964 with Members from Pennsylvania and the neighboring States representing 5 major Ikebana Schools.  Ikebana International has been a regular exhibitor at the Annual Philadelphia Flower Show and at Longwood Gardens.
Origami Art - Raatul Gupta

Raatul Gupta is a second grader at the Linden Hill Elementary School. At the age of 6, he started teaching himself the arts of Origami (folding papers); Kirigami (cutting and folding paper) and Choki Ori (snipping & folding paper). He now practices Origami at the Masters level.
Klezmer Jewish Music – The Klezmer Band

Klezmer music is Gypsy music, partly Yiddish folk music, partly regional Eastern European folk music and yet, at once recognized as Jewish. The term Klezmer is a Yiddish contraction of two Hebrew words:  "kley" meaning vessel and "zemer" meaning song. Klezmer music reportoire grew with the growth of Romanian Yiddish Theater in the 1870's, and was brought to the U.S. with the immigrant Jews from Eastern Europe. The Klezmer Band is made up of members of Temple Beth El in Newark, DE. The Klezmer Band also performs for special events.
India: Bollywood Dance

Bollywood dance is a fusion style from the film-making capital of India: Bombay. This dynamic, modern style combines elements of classical and folk dance from India, the Middle East and Western popular dance performed to the latest tunes and Bollywood movie soundtracks. "Dance is a hidden language of the soul", says Nisha Punjabi, Bollywood Dance Choreographer, who creates a unique style of living poetry for her students through dance.
